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A narrow escape from death! A budget travel 

blogger recounts his experience of being drugged 

in a small town in Fujian.

Wang Askang has been traveling through more than ten 

provinces since last year, in a modified three-wheeled 

motorhome, documenting his experiences along the way.  

The incident occurred in January 2025, in a small town in Fujian. 

He was playing mobile games, when a person rode up to him on 

a scooter. Wang didn't intend to engage with him, but the 

person, enticed him by offering a road trip, where they would 

film videos. He was unable to resist the repeated invitations and 

went with him. 

The man, who called himself "Third Brother," asked Wang to 

park his tricycle in the grove behind the inn, and then went 

upstairs through the back door for tea. They drank tea all 

afternoon, and then the man invited Wang to stay for a few days. 

That evening, the man prepared a plate of pig lungs and a bottle 

of wine, and they drank until around 10 pm. 

 Wang said that he only drank a little wine, after feeling his heart 

racing and his head starting to spin, but it wasn't serious, later 

he went back to his tricycle campervan to sleep until after 

midnight. Then, the "Third Brother" texted him, saying he 



suddenly remembered something and wanted to discuss it with 

him. The man then pulled him back inside to drink more, but this 

time, Wang didn't drink anymore because he felt something was 

wrong. 

During this time, "Third Brother" made video calls with two 

people, one bald, one young man. However, since they were 

speaking local language Wang couldn't understand it. Strangely, 

each time they made a call, "Third Brother" would point the 

video at him and ask him to greet them. The "third brother" 

encouraged him to take a shower in a designated room and gave 

him a room key, saying it seemed quieter and he could sleep 

better. But he felt embarrassed to sleep there, so he returned to 

his own tricycle. However, he was still conscious. In the middle 

of the night, he drove his three-wheeled RV through the thick 

fog, left the "Trap Inn". 

He recalled that if he had slept in that room the consequences 

would have been unimaginable. 

He went to the hospital, and reported the incident to the police. 

The doctor took his blood pressure and pulse, but refused to do 

blood or urine tests. The police arrived but didn't file the case or 

look for the "Third Brother," taking no action whatsoever. He felt 

the people there acted were strange. He finally recovered after 

resting in a small village for more than 20 days. 



After recovering his health, he continued his budget travels, only 

to encounter an almost identical trap in town Guangxi. Someone 

approached him, saying they enjoyed traveling and invited him 

to barbecue, but two other men appeared instead. When he tried 

to leave, they dragged him away. He used a machete that he 

carried in his car, and his tall stature intimidated them. 

Otherwise, he feared he might have been taken to an electric 

fraud park operation in Cambodia. 

Wang worried that as China's economy declines, more and more 

people will take risks due to unemployment, financial hardship, 

which could be very well lead them down to a path of no return. 

"These people are cunning and treacherous; they'll either drug 

you or trick you doing something." 

During his backpacking trip across China, he gradually realized 

that there were many people involved in human trafficking. Their 

method was to scam people and then lure them to scam parks in 

Myanmar or Cambodia. In a YouTube video he released in July  

he pointed out. "Now, the criminals activities from Myanmar 

have moved to Cambodia. He thinks they are going through by 

near waterway Fangchenggang Guangxi out to Southeast 

counties.

Recently, several well-known celebrities have displayed unusual 

youthful vitality. Jet Li, who was on the verge of death, suddenly 

became able to practice martial arts and swim; 76-year-old 

Sammo Hung got rid of his wheelchair; and 66-year-old Ni Ping 

shed her frail appearance and climbed a mountain on her own. 

Ms Yu Wenhong, a founder of Hong Kong's "Yu Meiren" 

International Group, also made a high-profile claim in a Tik Tok 

video that she undergoes a "blood transfusion" every month. 

More accurately, she extracts micro -vesicles, which are only 

found in the blood of boys aged 17-21.  The blood are very high 

concentrated micro- vesicles extracted to one person.  It needs 

many, many people blood to supply.

In another video, Ms Yu was seen in Malaysia introducing this 

"monopolistic blood transfusion medicine" to a male client. She 

mentions her background company is Haier Group, Henan, 

China. which acquired a listed blood products pharmaceutical 

company worth hundreds of billions of yuan, and claims to have 

approval from the Chinese Communist Party, allowing them to 

monopolize its use. The blood is used in top-tier hospitals.  

The information revealed in the video is unheard of and 

astonishing, once again pushing the boundaries of people's 

understanding. 

Micro vesicle technology for rejuvenation and longevity: 

On April 16, 2024, Zhang Chenyu, Chen Xi, and others from 

Nanjing University published a paper in Nature Aging, a sub-

journal of Nature, which showed that extracellular vesicles 

(sEVs) in young blood can improve the physiological function 

and motor ability of mice, revitalize aging tissues, and improve 

health and lifespan. 

Studies have shown that weekly injections of extracellular 

vesicles (sEVs) from two-month-old mice into 20-month-old 

male mice significantly extended the lifespan of older mice, 

increasing the median lifespan by 22.7% to 1031 days. The 



longest-lived mouse survived for 1266 days, equivalent to over 

120-130 years in humans. However, no data were found on the 

effects of extracellular vesicles on human health and lifespan. 

 

In fact, use of blood transfusions to combat aging and prolong 

life has long been practiced among the top leaders of the CCP. 

According to Li Zhisui's "Memoirs of Mao Zedong's Private 

Physician Doctor, during the Cultural Revolution, senior CCP 

military leaders such as Huang Yongsheng and Qiu Huizuo 

popularized they used of young soldiers' blood as a tonic. When 

Jiang Qing (Mao’s wife) heard that the blood of young men could 

prolong life, she arranged young soldiers to donate blood for her 

transfusions. 

Some netizens also revealed that Jiang Zemin (Former Prime 

Minister) supported more than twenty young, strong men to 

provide him with blood transfusions. 

According to American China expert said: the high-ranking CCP 

officials began using transfusions of young people's blood to 

extend their lives in the 1960s, and in the 1980s, they began to 

turn to organ transplantation. 

A Shanghai military doctor now living in the United States also 

confirmed that the CCP's top leadership initially maintained its 

youth by "blood transfusions," relying on the large supply of 

young blood controlled by the military. Later, they turned to 



military hospitals for living organ transplants, continuously 

replacing aging organs. 

Since the CCP knew in the 1960s that replacing young people's 

blood could prolong life and make them younger, it is believed 

that they had already begun to study the secret of blood 

rejuvenation long ago. In this case, the micro vesicles that Ms Yu 

mentioned are simply the extraction of sEVs from the blood of a 

specific group (males aged 17-21) based on the blood of young 

people that was originally idea injected into the CCP's top 

leaders.  

So, where does the large amount of young people's blood, raw 

material come from? The answer was in Ms Yu's video 

introduction. 

Regarding Haier Group and Blood Products Pharmaceutical 

Factory: 

Public information shows that Haier Group began the health 

strategy early and has now established a presence in three 

major areas: Life sciences, clinical medicine, and biotechnology. 

In 2023, Haier Group invested 12.5 billion yuan to acquire a 

controlling stake in Shanghai RAAS, a giant in the blood 

products industry. In 2024, Shanghai RAAS invested 4.2 billion 

yuan to acquire Nanyue Biotechnology, bringing its total number 

of plasma collection stations under its control to 53, increasing 



its plasma membrane collection capacity to nearly 1,800 tons per 

year. 

Blood plasma collection stations across the country are all run 

by blood product companies, stemming from the "blood 

disaster" caused by the AIDS epidemic in the early 1990s, Henan 

provincial leaders vigorously promoted the blood plasma 

economy, enabling farmers to become wealthy by selling their 

blood. Blood stations sold the plasma to blood product 

companies. However, due to management oversights at the 

blood stations, this ultimately led to an AIDS was outbreak in 

Henan, drawing international attention. 

In 2001, the State Council of the Communist Party of China 

issued a notice stipulating that no new blood product 

manufacturing enterprises would be approved. In 2012, the 

Ministry of Health issued a notice stipulating that plasma 

stations could only be established by blood product enterprises. 

Thus, the CCP has two channels for blood supply: hospitals 

obtain blood only from voluntary blood donations to avoid the 

spread of AIDS due to blood selling; while local plasma stations 

are responsible for collecting raw materials for blood products 

by blood product companies, which is a paid blood collection. 

In recent years, both channels have been making every effort to 

collect blood plasma from young people. For example, in August 

2025, a news story about a girl in Jiangxi who was tricked into 



donating 580ml of blood on her first day of a summer job 

distributing flyers, receiving only 300 yuan in compensation, 

illustrates how a blood plasma bank could deceive college 

students seeking summer jobs. On Chinese state-run social 

media platforms, there are numerous similar advertisements 

recruiting college students under the guise of summer jobs. 

In order to obtain blood from young university students, the CCP 

deliberately linked blood donation with students' "social practice 

activities" and moral education credits, allowing students to 

accumulate these credits through blood donation. Numerous 

news articles on this topic can be found online, showing that 

many blood plasma collection centres have been turned into 

"social practice activity" bases for university students by the 

CCP. 

Some universities have even threatened students with their 

graduation certificates to force them to donate blood. Some 

students who participated in military training were only given a 

two-day holiday after donating blood. 

Thus, this insidious blood transfusion industry chain has been 

formed. Blood from young people obtained from plasma banks or 

voluntary blood donations is refined into micro vesicles by blood 

product companies. These micro vesicles are then priced 

differently depending on their purity, and are transfused into the 

bodies of the powerful, wealthy people for 1.5 million to 20 



million yuan per transfusion. Celebrities like Ms Yu Wenhong 

and Jet Li have advertised for this. 

However, this kind of blood transfusion needs to be continuous, 

every month. To maintain the longevity and rejuvenation of the 

top elites and the wealthy, to a constant supply of young blood is 

needed, which is nothing short of a prolonged disaster for 

ordinary people at the bottom. 

Many of the CCP's evil, dark industrial chains remain unknown, 

but the recent exposure of the forced organ harvesting industry 

is due to the large number of missing persons reported. In 

October alone, over 100 people went missing in just 22 days, and 

in November, another 57 disappeared in just 10 days. People are 

forced to ask: where have these missing persons gone? What 

disaster will occur when the number of wealthy people who can 

afford blood transfusions exceeds the blood bank's supply? Will 

young people be forced into captivity and have their blood 

drained? 

Netizens exclaimed in shock: "The rich get organ and blood 

transfusions, while the poor keep disappearing. What kind of 

world is this?" "Those missing young people are being used as 

parts depots and blood banks. It's a terrifying hell!" "No wonder 

schools at all levels are forcing students to donate blood and 

organs." 



The evil CCP has long treated the Chinese people as a human 

mine, using their organs and blood to prolong life and restore 

youth for its powerful and wealthy elites. Xi Jinping and Putin's 

discussion of "immortality" and "living to 150 " at this year's 

September 3rd military parade made it clearer what the CCP 

leaders are truly obsessed with. To achieve this goal of 

extending lifespan, the CCP leadership will stop at nothing. If 

this blood transfusion continues unabated, countless more 

young people will fall victim to the CCP's cruelty.
